How to Find a Reputable Breeder

At Bodacious Pugs it is important to us that puppies, whether they are ours or from other s, find a loving forever home from reputable breeders, breeders who provide a healthy, clean environment physically and emotionally, not those that just say that they do.

So in our effort to help owners find that special puppy, here are some tips to finding a reputable breeder.  A reputable breeder is one who:
· Keeps pugs in their home, not in a kennel separate from their home.

· Only breeds pugs and is knowledgeable about them.

· Has been breeding for some time.

· Doesn’t always have puppies available but ask if you’d like to be placed on the waiting list for the next available litter.
· Encourages you to visit their home under any circumstances, even if you have to wait for the puppies to have their first set of shots. Look for happy, healthy pugs, adults or puppies, which seem well adjusted, not shy or fearful.

· Shows you where the pugs spend their time-in a clean, well-kept  environment

· Encourages you to visit and spend time with the puppy’s parents, at least the mom.
· Has a good relationship with their veterinarian and allows you to speak with him/her.

· Explains in detail any genetic problems inherent to the pug, sharing any knowledge about the parents or grandparents.

· Offers guidance for the care and training of your puppy after you take him/her home and is committed to a lifetime of assistance for you and your puppy.

· Willfully provides references from other families who have a puppy from them.

· Feeds good/high quality dog food. You can research the food and its ingredients with your local pet food store.
· Is involved with local breed clubs, may compete in confirmation dog shows.

· Encourages many visits for you and your family to spend time with your puppy.

· Provides a written contract and health guarantee and allows plenty of time for you to read the contract thoroughly.  Ask if you could see the contract ahead of time.
A reputable breeder:

· Will ask why you want a pug

· Asks you to complete a questionnaire before committing to placing you on the waiting list.

· May ask to speak with your veterinarian.
· Ask you to sign a contract requiring you to spay or neuter your puppy and provide proof of the procedure, and requires your agreement to return the puppy or adult dog to them, for any reason, for the lifetime of the pug.

· Wants to know who will care for the puppy, how you will train the puppy and if the entire family agrees to a new puppy.
Your effort and time in finding a good breeder will give you a lifetime of joy with your pug.
Please visit your local shelter or rescue. These dogs need loving homes too.
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
